 The House on Main is an historic 8,000-square-foot house in the heart of downtown that’s undergone extensive renovation. 
Bubs Nichols, who owns it with her husband, Tim, said the food is “Southern fusion” – or, as she prefers to call it, “home cooking with a twist.” 
She said the food will be organic, local and healthful – and she’s confident they can pull off Southern cooking without deep-fryers. 
“We want it to feel comfortable and homey; it’s casual dining,” Nichols said. “It’s just as if you went to granny’s for the weekend. There will always be a kettle of beans on the stove, and cornbread.” 
She said dinner prices will range from $15-$30. She plans to serve beer, wine and “top-shelf” liquors in the style of an Irish pub – but no alcohol will be served to people who don’t buy food. 
“It’s not going to be a bar scene,” she said. 
Each of the restaurant’s five dining rooms has a fireplace, and Nichols said the second floor will also include a room with television and Internet access where teenagers can hang out without feeling obligated to buy anything. 
She said the restaurant is her husband’s dream; restoring the 1909 mansion is hers.
